Example: DO NOT WRITE "The wood is brown and the wire is gray", those are values of the
property of COLOR

DO WRITE "COLOR", "Measured by eyes and by HUE"
Example: DO NOT WRITE " The refrigerator is big and the cup is small"
DO WRITE "VOLUME", "Measured by volume(ruler?) with liters or cubic inches"
